 Not only was the school new, but also the MYP was new to many 

of our students and teachers when we opened our doors in September. By 

now a lot has changed and the above vocabulary has become quite com-

mon to all of us. Teachers have been trained either in school or by attend-

ing IB workshops in Nairobi, Amsterdam and Kuwait. Students have 

picked up the IB Philosophy throughout the year within the different sub-

ject areas and are now used to a different approach in teaching and as-

sessment.  

 As we will be expanding in Secondary next school year we have 

been looking for more MYP experienced teachers. Well, we have been 

able to get some good teachers! The two new Mathematics teachers who 

will be joining us will go on a MYP training in Basel the first week of 

July. Another two or three teachers might go on training in November 

and/or January or March. 

 One of the IBO aims is to show, how what is taught in one subject 

links to other subjects. This became more clear in for example the Bal-

loon Car Race, which was an Interdisciplinary Unit between Science and 

Technology. Our first Project Days saw the light in May when students of 

Secondary worked in mixed year groups on designing and creating out-

side shading out of recyclable  materials. 

 We achieved a lot this year and we can be proud of our students in 

this as well. The Learner Profile states that we educate students to be Car-

ing and Open minded. If we hear people talk about ISLQ, even parents 

not belonging to our  school, they praise the good atmosphere in school. I 

think that this is one of the major compliments for both staff and students 

of ISLQ this year and a well deserved one!
